After an intense lobby activity from the different stakeholders, the European Parliament decided during the last plenary session to send the text back to TRAN for further discussions, due to start in September.
The importance of the issues to be discussed and the exciting new program of this 11th MEP Motorcycle Ride make it an event not be missed!
